A world of shopping opportunities is waiting in Washington County, Oregon, from upscale boutiques to one-of-a-kind shops, antique stores and produce stands and farmer’s markets, and everything in between. Residents of neighboring states have long been known to make pilgrimages to Oregon for shopping excursions, because the state does not have sales tax. This exempt status, as well as the diversity of shopping experiences, makes Washington County an ideal retail tourism location. 
ANTIQUE BOUTIQUES

Washington County’s small communities – many of which were settled in the late-1800s – have antique boutiques that are sure to please even the most ardent treasure hunter. 

In historic “Old Town” Sherwood, the Railroad Street Antique Mall is a haven for antique lovers, with collectibles ranging from toys and advertising, pottery and glassware, costume jewelry, furniture and much more.

A stroll down Hillsboro’s Main Street is like a trip to yesteryear, with its fine collection of art, consignment and antique shops. Le’Stuff Antique Mall is a co-op with thousands of antiques ranging from furniture and jewelry to unique knick-knacks. 

UNIQUELY OREGON

Oregon has made a mark in the world of unique products, such as sustainable clothing, and acclaimed food and beverage products, such as wine, beer, tea, chocolate, hazelnuts and other delicious goods. Several stores in Washington County provide a one-stop-shopping experience to collect these uniquely Oregonian products, right in the region where the items were produced. 

Daily tea tastings are a welcome change of pace at the Stash Tea & Catalog Retail Store, located in Tigard. Stash Tea is a nationally recognized tea producer, and its exclusive retail store showcases a large selection of its more than 200 varieties of tea--loose-leaf and bagged--including seasonal and rare varieties.

Oregon produces 99-percent of the nation’s hazelnuts (also known as filberts), and the retail store of Hazelnut Growers of Oregon, located in Cornelius, sells shelled and unshelled hazelnuts and chocolate-covered and flavored hazelnuts, along with other foodstuffs such as jams, jellies and syrups – all locally grown. 

Made in Oregon carries various Oregon products, including Stash Tea and hazelnuts under the product name Oregon Orchards. There are several locations of Made in Oregon throughout the state, including Washington Square in Tigard. 

CHRISTMAS YEAR-ROUND

In Washington County Christmas shopping isn’t available only during the holiday season, it’s a year-round activity with two holiday shops that attract collectors from around the globe. 

Sleighbells of Sherwood, located in Sherwood, is the Northwest's largest Christmas gift store. Open year-round, this venerable specialty shop has sold Christmas collectible and ornaments, and decor for all holidays, including Halloween, Thanksgiving, Valentine’s Day, St. Patrick’s Day, Easter and Independence Day. 
Miki’s Christmas Shop, located in Forest Grove at Shafer Vineyard Cellars winery, celebrates the holiday season all year long with its wide variety of Christmas gifts and holiday collectibles from across the globe. Miki’s Christmas Shop specializes in German Smokers, traditional German incense burners, and has a large variety of Santa collectibles from around the world. 
RETAIL CENTERS

With local and national brand retailers in one convenient location, these retail centers offer full-service shopping experiences.  

Bridgeport Village, located on the border of Tualatin and Tigard, near The Grand Hotel at Bridgeport, is a European-style shopping experience, with a unique blend of upscale national and local retailers, restaurants, spa and a first-run, multiplex movie and IMAX theater. 

A “mini” 23,000-square-foot outlet of Powell’s Books, a Portland institution and world-famous new and used bookstore, is located in Beaverton’s Cedar Hills Crossing.
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Located in Hillsboro, The Streets of Tanasbourne boasts dozens of nationally-recognized retailers and restaurants, allowing for a pleasant daytime or evening shopping and dining experience. 

Washington Square is a high-end indoor mall located in Tigard. Built in 1974, Washington Square is a Portland mainstay, with five anchor department stores, two restaurants, dozens of food vendors, and more than 170 retail stores, including the largest Nordstrom in Oregon.
Whether shopping for back-to-school clothes for the kids, looking for the ideal gift, or just looking to splurge, the art of shopping is always in fashion in Washington County.
