From wetlands dotted with birds to biking trails to paddling
routes through forested areas, Oregon’s Washington County has
outdoor opportunities to satisfy every visitor. Experience firsthand
the fun of exploring in a kayak, swinging in trees and taking in
tremendous views.

SAMPLE ONE-DAY ITINERARY

Start the day at the 4 Tualatin River National Wildlife Refuge,
which is home to nearly 200 species of birds, more than 50
species of mammals, 25 species of reptiles and amphibians,
and a variety of insects, fish and plants. Explore the Wildlife
Center, nature store and trails that meander through the refuge.

After the refuge, head to 2 Cook Park for a fun and easy
kayaking (or canoe) trip down the Tualatin River. The Tualatin
Riverkeepers offers complete boat rentals and expert-led group
paddle trips on the water for people of all ages and abilities.

Following kayaking, the next stop is 3 Hayden’s Lakefront
Grill for Northwest lunch specialties such as seafood chowder,
smoked salmon melt and Oregon berry cobbler.

After lunch, visit 4 Jackson Bottom Wetlands Preserve, a
725-acre wildlife preserve with 4.5 miles of trails, wildlife
viewing blinds and picture-perfect views. Groups also enjoy
the 12,000-square-foot education center, which has hands-on
exhibits and an authentic bald eagle’s nest recovered from the
wild. The attraction also houses a nature store and expansive
deck with views overlooking the preserve’s acreage. Guided
tours can be arranged as well.

The next point of interest is 5 Scoggins Valley Park & Henry
Hagg Lake, located at the base of Oregon’s Coast Range. The
park features picnic areas, a disc golf course, boat ramps,
fishing, and more than 15 miles of trails with observation decks
for wildlife viewing and bird watching.

Adjacent to Hagg Lake is 6 Tree to Tree Adventure Park, a
playground in the trees featuring aerial ropes courses, zip lines
and treetop obstacles. Experience the thrills of moving from
platform to platform (tree to tree) via wobbly bridges, tightropes,
zip lines and more.

For more outdoor adventure, continue on to 7 L.L. “Stub”
Stewart State Park — 1,673 acres of cabins, RV and camping
spots, plus picnicking, hiking and disc golf. Explore nearly 15
miles of trails, including a portion of the 21-mile Banks-Vernonia
State Trail. Pre-arrange for horseback riding or biking; bike
rentals and tours are available through Portland Bicycle Tours.

The day ends at 8 McMenamins Grand Lodge in Forest Grove,
a unique venue for lodging and dining. This European-style hotel
is home to two restaurants, several bars, a movie theater,
soaking pool and disc golf course.
