
WINE: OREGON STYLE
From boutique wine innovators to Oregon wine industry pioneers, 
Oregon’s Washington County offers a range of styles and settings 
for all wine enthusiasts. Enjoy an in-depth tour and discussion 
with a vintner, or enjoy a picnic and a view—there is no wrong 
way to experience the wineries here!

SAMPLE ONE-DAY ITINERARY
Begin the day at  1  Ponzi Vineyards, located just 30 minutes 
southwest of Portland’s city center. You can view the cellar while 
sampling releases in the tasting room and walk among the vines 
on the historic grounds. 

Just minutes from Ponzi is  2  Cooper Mountain Vineyards, 
located on the slopes of an ancient volcano. Enjoy their 
“Vineyard Treks” through the 30-year-old Pinot Noir vines. Trek 
participants experience how an organic and biodynamic farm 
functions as well as how these practices make their way into 
the cellar. The expedition is topped off with a tasting. 

Continue on to  3  Alloro Vineyard, which resembles a Tuscan 
vineyard on its slope in the Chehalem Mountains. The new 
tasting room is the perfect spot to taste the handcrafted Pinot 
Noir, Chardonnay and more. Catered lunch or dinner on the 
grounds is a group option. 

Continue on to  4  Ardiri, an ideal destination for an outdoor 
lunch or dinner in the formal indoor/outdoor tasting room, 
followed by time to enjoy the fl agstone walkways, fi replace, fi re 
pit and wine tasting bar.
 
Next is  5  Montinore Estate, a family-owned and operated 
winery. Located on a slope of the Coast Range foothills, 
Montinore crafts estate grown and bottled wines. With an art 
gallery, gift shop, hundreds of acres of vineyards, a view and 
picnic areas, groups are happy to sample the offerings.
 
For a change of pace, the next stop is  6  SakéOne, the only 
American-owned, large-production saké brewery in the U.S. The 
20-minute kura tour offers a look at the fermentation, fi ltration 
and aging process of crafting saké. 

Visit  7  David Hill Vineyard & Winery next. With sweeping views 
of Oregon’s Coast Range, David Hill Vineyard is one of the most 
picturesque wine venues in the Willamette Valley. The tasting 
room is located in a historic farmhouse built in 1883, and the 
farm is on 140 acres. 

End the day at  8  Apolloni Vineyards, a family-owned winery 
that produces Italian-style white and red wines, well as 
outstanding traditional Pinot Noir. Their philosophy of careful 
attention to detail starts in the vineyard and continues through 
to the winery and production.
